History 
Our second history unit this year will be ‘Crime and Punishment’. Here we will be learning all about 
types of crime and punishment in Britain from the medieval ages, through to the Tudors and 
Victorians, and how these have changed as we have come into the 21st century. We will learn about 
all sorts of methods of punishment that have been used over time and the justice systems criminals 
faced!

This half term, our focus will be on ‘properties of materials’ where children will learn about different 
classifications of materials, doing all kinds of experiments to evoke their curiosity, finding out why 
some materials are better than others for uses.

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RE  
We will focus on Christianity, answering the question: What kind of King is Jesus? We will learn 
about who Jesus was, what qualities he showed, what he wanted his kingdom to look and be like 
and how this compares to the world around us.  

The second half term will learn about why the Torah is so important to Jewish people. We will be 
learning about different types of Jews, their traditions and lives.
